Existing training or information material

	Engineers and engineering students:
	Insufficient scientific documentation, needs to be addressed through an internationally acceptable base document stamped by internationally recognised organisations.

	Architects and technicians:
	Very limited material, only in booklet form, no common standard. Based on above mentioned base document, standard should be developed which then can be adapted to specific country needs.

	Artisans, self-builders and general public:
	A very limited number of local material has been produced, of various types (booklets, powerpoint lessons, models, training sessions). Needs to be organised and standardised to be mutually complementary. Further material needs to be developed, particularly info material for the general public.

	Decision makers, institutions, sponsors:
	Nothing exists up to now addressing specific needs and communication codes of this target group.


Roadmap to 14WCEE in Beijing
In order to promote Confined Masonry at the 14th World Conference on Earthquake Engineering in Beijing in October 2008, the following tasks are addressed immediately:

· Form a development committee and begin fund raising.

· Create an awareness seminar for the design community (engineers and architects).

· Produce a preliminary cost/benefit analysis (including lives saved).

· Identification an experienced PR person.
· Development of an information brochure for decision makers and the general public.

· Write articles for general media (newspapers, magazines).

· Collection of case histories (from Pakistan, Peru, Indonesia, India, Mexico).

· Introductory technical article in Spectra including research agenda.

· Prepare a Norm for IAEE sanction.

· Prepare a ‘momento’ (souvenir) to be distributed at the 14WCEE.

· Prepare presentations for session at 14WCEE.
